From January 2002 to Mars 2004, 47 patients entered this protocol. The first group
of 23 patients underwent open preperitoneal hernioplasty. Sixteen patients aged 23-79
years (average 53.9) were unilaterally hernia. The operative time was 50 minutes (30-115).
Seven patients aged 21-78 years (average 57.9) were bilaterally hernia. The operative time
was 62.43 minutes (45-75). The second group of 24 patients underwent laparoscopic totally
extra peritoneal hernioplasty (TEP). Nine patients aged 27-71 years (average 52.67) were
unilaterally hernia. The operative time was 51.11 minutes (40-80). Fifteen patients aged
38-73 years (average 59.2) were bilaterally hernia. The operative time was 70.33 minutes

(45-120 ). There were no difference of the hospital stay and the return to work days in both
groups of patients (3-56 days and 7-10 days respectively). We concluded that no statistical

significant differences were found between both groups of hernioplasty.
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
